NBEA Update

Janet Treichel, Executive Director of National Business Education Association expressed her appreciation and thanks to Bonnie Sibert for serving as Convention Program Director and to Maurice Henderson for serving as the Administration and Supervision Program Coordinator. She announced that Mary Ann Lammers (OR) will be the 2003-2004 NBEA President-Elect and that Joan Belk (NC) is the Secretary-Treasurer Elect. 

The 2004 NBEA Convention will be in Chicago at the Marriott Downtown. Paggie McSpadden (AL) will be the Administration and Supervision Program Coordinator. New NBEA publications include 25+1 Communication Strategies for Business Education by Joyce Caton, Mary Witherow, and Joanne Glenn and Mentor Me: A Guide to Being Your Own Best Advocate in the Workplace. (This book will be especially helpful for guidance counselors and CTSO advisers.)

ACTE/BE Division Update

Diana Carpenter, ACTE/BE Division President, delivered greetings to NASBE members and focused on the following twelve points: The BE Division Website requires your ACTE membership number and last name to enter the Member Only section. Information for promoting Perkins reauthorization is given. Electronic balloting is not available for ACTE. Jan Bray, Executive Director of ACTE, is working on a two-year organization revision and assessment project. Career Update and Techniques magazine are now online for members. Interest in the National Board of Professional Teaching Standards is growing. There’s a tip sheet for the BE Website. There’s been a seven percent growth in ACTE; the BE Division has increased. The president-elect of the ACTE/BE Division is Mary Nemesh. 

The 2003 ACTE Convention will be at the Orlando Peabody, Rosen Center, December 10-14. The Business Division will be in the Peabody. ACTE is to have generic sessions versus division sessions. The BE Policy Committee sent a message on behalf of the Division to eliminate this possibility. Members should email Jan Bray through the listserv voicing objection to this change in the ACTE program.

FBLA-PBL Update

Paggie McSpadden gave the report for Jean Buckley, who had laryngitis. The State Leadership Summit, funded by the $100,000 UPS grant was a great success. Eighty-three participants from 36 states had the opportunity to share best practices and new state advisers received great training. The Board of Directors focused their meeting on developing new marketing strategies. There was increased visibility for FBLA-PBL Week, February 10-14, with Senator Brownback (KS) acknowledging FBLA-PBL on the Senate floor, a statement in the permanent Congressional Record, recognition by President Bush on American Enterprise Day, and the unveiling of the new Website, which is more user-friendly and has a special adviser-only section.

The new Pennsylvania Secretary of Education, Vicki Phillips, is a former FBLA member and state officer from Kentucky. Governor Donald Carcieri, Rhode Island, has joined as a Professional Division member. New member recognition: The Business Achievement Award has been piloted in 21 states and will be fully implemented in the fall. It’s curriculum-based and aligned with NBEA Standards. There are four levels of individual achievement that build upon each other and three levels of chapter achievement. An update of Partner Projects includes: Educator Challenge, sponsored by Visa, had over 900 teacher applications; winner will be announced by Visa. Stock Market Game has over 300 chapters signed on to the new stock market simulation, available to all divisions with co-curricular materials free to all advisers. Brainbench has agreed to extend their offer for a free Brainbench certification through next year for teachers and students.

The National Leadership Conference will be in Dallas in June; a promotional video was sent to all states. FBLA-PBL is having an amazing membership year with over 450 new and reactivated chapters, an increase of almost 4 percent (345 students) at the middle level, and over 6000 additional students.

Officer Report Highlights

President. (Report attached) Maurice Henderson reported that he has continued working with NABTE President Dennis Labonty regarding Teacher Licensure and Teacher Shortage issues. He’s working with the NASBE treasurer on membership recruitment. He commented on the excellent discussion during the NASBE Rap Session and encouraged members to use the listserv to share information and good news.

Past President. (Report attached) Anna Nemesh reported that she prepared the nominating report for the Executive Committee and updated the NASBE Handbook. Copies were provided the Executive Committee and will be submit the handbook prior to July 1 for posting on the NASBE Website.

President-Elect. (Report attached) Mary Nemesh reported that she had prepared the NASBE Strategic Plan, represented NASBE at the NBEA Board meeting, and worked with the ACTE/BE Division on their Strategic Plan.

Vice President. (Report attached) Deborah Seehorn provided addresses of ACTE/NASBE sponsors so members could send thank you messages.  She worked with Thomas Cunningham, Glencoe/McGraw-Hill, to plan the social at the Texas de Brazil restaurant and with Karen Schmohe and Mike Cloran, South-Western/Thomson Learning to plan for the Rap Session. She will send addresses for these NBEA/NASBE function sponsors so members can send thank you letters.

Secretary. (Report attached) Linda Sullivan announced that one of her duties is to have letterhead printed and that Maurice Henderson has agreed to provide an updated letterhead which will be available electronically.

Treasurer. Sherry Franklin announced that the directory will be made available electron-ically on the NASBE Website. It will include members’ names, state address, work phone, and e-mail address for active members. Letters will be sent to states not having members.

Newsletter Editor. (Report attached.) Barb Bielenberg announced that May 15 is the deadline for the June 1 newsletter. She brought printouts of the online newsletter for those attendees who would like them. 

Committee Reports

Awards. (Report attached.) Mary Nemesh reported that Anna Nemesh (MD) received the Award of Merit and Deborah Conrad (WV) received the Outstanding Service Award. There were no applications for Outstanding Leadership Awards. Members are encouraged to nominate applicants; the application is on the Website and criteria are in the newsletter. 

Communications. Deborah Seehorn stated that NASBE and Business Division members are encouraged to support ACTE Goal 3 by using the listservs to report issues.

Diversity Action. Sherry Franklin reported that plans are underway for development of a diversity brochure, having a diversity session, and creating a speakers’ bureau. She pledged that she will work with the new NASBE Diversity Committee representative. 

Legislation. (Report attached.) Kay Orrell reported that we still need to provide active support for Grassroots Advocacy for Carl D. Perkins Reauthorization. The legislative alerts she thought went out on the NASBE listserv did not go to members due to the fact that attachments were included. Attachments are not allowed through the NASBE listserv; therefore, she will start sending messages without attachments.

Membership. Treasurer Sherry Franklin reported that of 186 members listed in the Directory, 90 have paid dues. Of the paid members, 63 are active; 27 are associate. She requested that everyone go through the Directory and let her know which of the unpaid members should be purged from the database. She circulated a master copy of the Directory on which attendees should make changes.

Nominations. (Report attached.) Jimmy Smith reported that in the election for the ACTE BE Division Vice President-Elect position for which Roger Luft, Mary Nemesh, and Kelly Wilkinson were nominated, Mary Nemesh was elected and will begin her term as Vice President-Elect in July 2003 and will become President in July 2004. The committee recommends that the search for quality candidates begin two years before the interviews, which will be held on Thursday morning of the ACTE convention.

Operating Policies. (Report attached.) Barb Beadle reported that the goal the Business Education division is to develop leaders for career and technical education and for the association. The Policy Handbook will include that the BE Division will pay half of the substitute pay, if needed, to allow the BE Division President to transact ACTE activities. The BE Division will ensure that the Policy Handbook is current and that it is in compliance with the ACTE polices.

Professional Development had no report.

Program Leadership. Janet Gandy reported that the award will be directed to a four-year program and that the application is on the Website. Applications are due June 6.

Resolutions. Kara Burkett reported that the resolution submitted by the Business Division was passed by the House of Delegates of ACTE.  

Career and Technical Student Organizations. Nancy Flores reported that June 1 is the deadline for the CTSO award applications, which have been printed and are on the Website. Sponsors are being solicited for CTSO awards—cash awards for the award recipients.

President Henderson announced that committee terms that expire June 30, 2003, include Legislation (Kay Orrell), Membership (Cheryl Lott), and Professional Development (Bonnie Sibert). Mary Nemesh will be appointing replacements.

The treasurer will serve as membership chairperson, and the Policy Handbook will be updated to reflect that. 

New Business

Strategic Plan. President-Elect Mary Nemesh reported that there are minor changes in the Strategic Plan and that copies of it will be sent to the officers. The 2003-2004 NASBE Strategic Plan is in compliance with ACTE. It was requested that it be sent to everyone, not just officers. 

Kara Burkett moved that the Strategic Plan be accepted. Motion was seconded and defeated. 

Joni Loock moved that the Strategic Plan be sent to the NASBE membership as an e-mail attachment before by May 1 to be reviewed and voted on electronically by May 15 by the paid active members.  The decision regarding approval will be decided by the majority of votes cast. The motion was seconded and passed.

Installation. Anna Nemesh installed the following 2003-2004 NASBE officers: Mary Nemesh, President; Deborah Seehorn, President-Elect; Nancy Flores, Vice President; Linda Sullivan, Secretary; Sherry Franklin, Treasurer. Maurice Henderson will serve as Past President. 

Award. Mary Nemesh presented Maurice Henderson with a plaque for service and leadership as the 2002-2003 NASBE President. Maurice thanked members and officers for their support during the past year.
