President’s Report

President Burkett’s written report as president-elect emphasized that the major area that both state and local supervisors will be concerned with is the transitioning of the business technology programs to meet the rules and regulations that will address the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006.  Our approved program of studies must incorporate the following:

· secondary and postsecondary elements

· coherent and rigorous content

· challenging academic standards

· relevant career and technical content

· non-duplicative progression of courses

· postsecondary alignment for success

· dual credit or concurrent enrollment options and programs that lead to industry-recognized credentials, certificates, and associate or baccalaureate degrees.

Other activities included a survey that was made available to the membership to set some direction and/or priorities for our organization.  The following are the results of the returned surveys.


· The first priority was to develop a package of examples of the completed career clusters content from the states that have or are working on the clusters.

· The second priority was to develop an electronic recruitment brochure that could be modified to fit the individual state or local school district needs.

· All states reported they would be willing to share some of their best practices through our NASBE Newsletter or post them to our NASBE website.
